Being a director
Companies House is the organisation that makes sure companies stick to the law. They say what directors can and cannot do.

If you are the director of a company, the law says you must:

· try to make the company a success
· follow the company’s rules (these are in a paper called the articles of association)
· make decisions that are good for the company - not yourself

· tell Companies House if things change – for example, the company has a new address or new directors 

· make sure the company has all the right paperwork for tax and for Companies House 

· make sure the all the information about the company’s money is up to date and correct
Directors can ask other people to do any of these things - but must make sure they are done properly and on time.
Directors must make decisions about the company but can ask for any support or information they need to do this.
Splat will be a limited company, which means the directors do not have as much responsibility if the company owes people money. They would only have to pay £1 each.
